

1. Purpose
The purpose of this procedure is to ensure that at no time is the safety of any of the children allowed to become compromised for any reason and in anyway whatsoever to enable the safe evacuation of all children and the childminder from the setting in an orderly and appropriate manner.

2. Requirements
· Should the fire have taken hold in the lounge or anywhere else then I will vacate the building via the nearest exit. The children will be led or carried to a neighbour/Fire assembly point to call for the emergency services on 999.
I will then talk to them say which service is required and I will then give them my What Three Words for my location. 

· All the older children will have been trained to stop what ever they are doing and line up by either the front/back door. The door will remain shut at all times whilst the alarm is given out by the smoke detector and/or childminder. Any older children in the bathroom will have been trained to stop there, with the door closed until the childminder comes for them/or indicates it is safe for them to come out.

· Upon hearing the smoke detector or the childminder realising there maybe a problem, an immediate investigation will take place as to the reason for it sounding off. If the nature of the cause for the alarm can be easily neutralized, appropriate action should be taken. 
· In the event of a decision to evacuate the premises, all children will be led and/or carried to safety via the safest route possible at all times, either/hopefully from the front or the back door.

· I will ensure all children known to be present on the day are led to safety without any delays.

· The fire emergency service must be called immediately after the evacuation from the premises has taken place. Under no circumstances should anyone re enter the setting once all children and myself have been identified as present.

I will ensure that priority one of this procedure is to ensure that at no time the safety of any of the children is allowed to become compromised for any reason and in anyway whatsoever. I will then contact the parents of the other children and explain what has happened and ask them to come and collect there children asap, if they are unable to do so I will then contact my assistant or take the children up to Shaftesbury Children’s Centre where they will contact the parents or emergency contacts on my behalf and ask for the children to be collected..
· Fire drills will take place monthly and I will review this on a yearly basis or if my setting should change. All parents’ contact numbers will also be checked yearly.

Emergency Plan

If any child should require emergency treatment/attention due to illness or accident, the parent will be required to give written consent. I will then contact the parent/ other individual on the child records form to explain what has happened and what I am about to do. 
Depending on how and why it happened I will then review my risk assessment following the incident.
