Each child in my care has a contract and each contract sets out all conditions. This is revised every 6 months and prior to this I will notify all the parents.
However, if you feel that you would like to make any changes to the contract such as the number of hours the child is looked after or changing the days then this can be discussed accordingly. All concerned parties’ must sign and date the contracts: i.e. both parents/guardian and Childminder.


Being a registered childminder is a responsible role that involves sharing responsibilities with parents/guardian and recognising the prime role that they play in their children’s upbringing. 
I will observe the children’s development and progress and this will be shared with parents/guardian to ensure continuity of care between the family home and the childminding setting. 
Respect will be shown for the family traditions and childcare practices, therefore my childcare practice will be in harmony with the values, practices and wishes of the parents, as far as possible in the context of caring for the children from several different families.

Communication is very important, when I accept a new family into my setting, I like to be sure that we can share any concerns openly or any questions that may arise. I welcome input, feedback or discussions of any kind that affect a positive outcome for your children.

Sensitive issues will be discussed outside of the regular hours either by phone or meeting. If you call during the day, please be aware that I may be busy with the children and may not be able to answer the phone. If you leave a message, I will call you back as soon as possible.
