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I will not allow bullying in my home.

Bullying can result in the victim having low self esteem, depression, isolation, shyness and much more.

If a bully has been allowed to get away with it, they will think that they can get away with violence and aggression and this can lead to much worse in later life.

If you believe that your child or another is being bullied whilst in my care. Please discuss this matter with me immediately.

If your child is being bullied I will:

· Give the child lots of praise and reassure them, and let them know that they do not have to deal with this on their own, make sure that they know I will be there for them if they need to talk.

· I will also ensure that in the future they will feel that they can come to me and tell me that they are being bullied so that we can deal with it together.
If your child is the bully I will:

· Let the child know that I still care for them and that it is only their behaviour that I do not like.
· I will help your child to make amends for their actions.

· I will talk to you about their problems.
Regarding cyber bullying this is not tolerated at all, if you are the victim of this then I will listen to you and support you with this we will talk to the relevant people i.e.: If the child that is doing this is in my care then I will talk to them ask them why, get them to explain also I will talk to their parents and let them know what they are doing, and ask them to support me in this as it is not nice and it can do some harm. If this is by someone else not in my care, then I will do everything in my power to find out who it is and report.
