

My Aim

· To ensure the children hold my hand or the pushchair whilst we are out.

· Avoid going to places that are overcrowded.

· I will teach the children about the dangers of wandering off and of talking to strangers.

The procedure to be followed in the event of a child going missing.

All children in my care have an I.D Badge which is in my travel first aid kit, which says in care of childminder my details and their details and a picture of them. This will hopefully provide the public with information to assist if they are found.

Procedure if a child is lost or goes missing

· I will safely supervise children, when we are out and about. I will teach the children about safety when crossing the road, stranger danger.

· I will remain calm, depending on the age of the other children in my care I will ask them if they saw where he/she had gone.

· I will then call them by name

· Inform other people in the surrounding area

· I will then notify the police and follow their advice.
· I will then call the parents of the other minded children so that I can get them collected asap.

· I will then call the parents of the child that has gone missing

· I will record the incident in my book and then ask you the parent to sign.
· I will then check the risk assessment to avoid this happening again.
I will contact Ofsted on 0300 123 1231 or a childminding agency at an appropriate moment after the incident to let them know what has happened. 
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
