	• Briefing by Childminder who remains vigilant throughout the session.

• The Childminder stays around the hot tub at all times.

• Messing about will be stopped by the childminder.

• Childminder is trained in First Aid.

• Use of is prohibited without a childminder present.

• Gates on entrance so no unauthorised access.

	• The hot tub is checked daily by childminder and her husband

	• Childminder carry out visual inspections as well as regular monthly checks.

	• My husband is trained in chemical storage and handling.

• Chemical handling restricted to the specific person David Ormerod.

• All spillages hosed down.

• All chemicals kept locked away from the hot tub.

	• Hot tub water checked daily.

• Filter sand changed as recommended by external experts.

	Hypothermia
	• We strive to maintain the temperature of the hot tub above 37°C if being used.

• Childminder in attendance and vigilant.
