Correct child car restraint must be used for children up to 135cms in height or 12th birthday whichever they reach first. (Refer to Seat belts and child restraints leaflet from www.thinkroadsafety.gov.uk)

Children over 12 years of age, or over 135cms in height must wear a seat belt
I will check appropriate child restraint/seat belts are fastened for all passengers

Front passenger seat is pushed back if an air bag fitted

Headcount 

No sharing of seats

Only use seats that you have the appropriate child restraint for each child.
No one to distract the driver

Checks carried out on insurance and driving licence

Luggage stored in the boot

Clear boundaries of behaviour standards during activity
If breakdown occurs on a motorway or dual carriageway all adults and children should evacuate the vehicle from a door on the left and wait by the side of the vehicle on the embankment, well away from the roadway. Appropriate outer clothing will need to be easily accessible to enable this to happen.

Smoking is prohibited in the car

First Aid kit will also be in the vehicle
