All children will be either on reins or holding my hand or buggy depending on the age of the child/children

	I will give warnings as hazards approached
I will ensure that we all cross the roads at identified safe crossing points (e.g. pedestrian crossing, drop curbs, traffic islands, good views of approaching traffic, etc).

When walking along roads without pavements relevant Highway Code guidance to be followed (e.g. walkers travel facing oncoming traffic.)
When walking along busy roads walk leaders to wear appropriate high visibility clothing.

	Weather Conditions
	High winds, sun burn, extreme heat and extreme cold affecting walkers and leaders.

	I will check the weather conditions and make sure all the appropriate clothing is worn.
I will check that I have equipment the weather conditions (e.g. clothing, footwear, sun screen, drinks, etc).  
	I will monitor the weather and cut short if if conditions are considered to cause a danger to the health and safety (e.g. Strong winds, icy paths, very heavey rain.)

	Slips, trips and falls hazzards

· Obstacles (e.g. branches, tree roots, etc) 
· slippery/uneven surfaces 

· pot holes

· overgrown paths
	Walkers and walk leaders slip, trip or fall on or over hazards. 
	I will check all the children have suitable footwear.  If necessary I will change route.
	I will warn the children as hazards appear.

	Obstacles obstructing paths / pavements

· Overhanging trees

· Wheelie bins

· Parked Cars

 
	Walkers and Walk Leaders
	If after I have done pre-walk inspection, and I identify an obstruction that can not be passed safely. I will use an alternative route.
	I will warn the children as hazards appear.
I will explain to the children to stay on the footpaths. If overhanging branches I will tell the children not ot let them swing back.

	Water (e.g. ponds, streams and ditches)
	Children and adults fall in water / drowning.
	I will make the children aware of water hazards.
All the children will be on reins or holding hands.
	I will warn the children of water hazards as they appear.

	Dog Dirt
	Walkers, leaders and members of the general public.
	If dogs allowed - I will make it clear that dogs walkers must clear up after their animal.
	I will let the children know if there is any dog dirt on path ahead.

If dogs allowed - Walkers with dogs must clear up after their animal.
